Intermational Human Rights Gay
cemmemorates the adoption of the
Universal Declaration of Human Rights
(UDHR) By the United Nations General
Assembly on December 10, 1948
‘Human rights’ refer to basic rights or
freedoms that include people’s right to
live, health, and education, freedom of
speech and thoughts, and equal rights.
This day is observed to promote eguality,
peace, justice, freedom and the
protection of human dignity. Ewvery
individual is entitled to rights irrespective
of race, color, religion, sex, language, or
zocial status.

The atrocities of the Second World War
made the importance of human rights an
‘international priority’

Human Rights Day 2022 Theme

Each year, Human Rights Day
follows 3 different theme. Past themes
have included Eguality (2021), Recover
Better (2020), Youth S5tanding Up for
Human Rights {2019} and so on. For
Human Rights Day 2022, the theme will
be the 75th Anniversary of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights.
About International Human Rights Day

The Universal Declaration of
Human Rights is the most transiated
document in the world and availabie in
mare than 500 languages. Every year, the
Unmited Mations chooses a different
theme for Human Rights Day to make
this day of celebration more impactful
and encouraging. UDHR was drafted as "3
common standard of achievement for all

people and nations’, and states that all
human beings are entitled to  civil,
political, economic, social and cultural
rights.

Human rights are umiversal rights. This
means that everyone, whoeiver they may
be, should be treated egually and with
respect. People should not be
discriminated against because of: gender,
race, the colour of their skin, sexuzl
orientation, religion, the country in which
they were born.

Human Rights Day is celebrated
across the globe by formally organizing
exhibitions, political conferences,
meetings, cultural events and many other
programs to advocate for human rights’
SWareness.

The Human Rights Council
comprises 47 elected United Nations
Member 5tates, which are empowered to
prevent ineguity, abuses and
discrimination, protect the  most
vulnerable, and punish the perpetrators
of human rights’ violations. Human rights
are protected and upheid by the
international and national laws and
treaties globally.

Observance

The starting observations of
Human Rights Day were a success. The
popularity of the day could only be
ascertained from the fact that the
commemarative human rights stamps,
sold by the United WNations Postal
Department in 1952, received 200, 000
advance orders.

The day is observed today, in different
parts of the world, with participants from
politics, social work, and human rights
activists. The primary aim is to discuss
human rights and also make the people
aware of it.

The poor and oppressed
sections of the society who are more
vulnerable to human rights violations are
addressed.  Several human  rights
organizations chart out constructive
operational plans to ensure that every

issue  of human rights wiolation is
addressed.
Dates around the Globe

Though the human rights day is
widely cbhserved throughout the globe on
107" December; some of the nations have
a slight waristion in the dates,
example, in the United States, a human
rights week is observed, beginning on
S* December. The week was proclzimed
in a 2001 presidential crder issued by the
then-President George W. Bush.

Another example is that of
South Africa, where the human rights day
is observed on 21¥ March instead of
10" December. The date was chosen to
commemorate the 1980 Sharpeville
Massacre and itz victims. The massacre
took place on 21% March 1960 as a
protest against the apartheid regime in
South Africa.

The Republic of Kiribati located
in the central Pacific Ocean observes
human rights day on 11® December.

for
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Eleanor Roosevelt, a former
First Lady of America, was a very
influential figure involved in creating the
Universal Declaration of Human Rights.
She =zerved as the Chairperson of the
Commission of Human Rights and she
was later awarded the United MNations
Human Rights Prize.

Significance

Human rights are the privileges
that must be provided to every individual
as a part of hisfher normal day to day

life. These may be understood as the
fundamental rights to which every
human i= entitied. There s not any
discrimination of any kind based on
cufture, skin color, religion, or what so
ever. Human rights are equally applicable
to all humans on the planst.

Sadly, despite the awareness
abput human rights, many incidents of
human rights violations are zal=o reported
from across the world. The majority of
thosze wvulnerable to the violations are
from the poor and deprived section of
society.

Therefore, it
is very necessary to cbserve 3 day such
25 ‘Human Rights Day’' to raise the issue

Biodiversity is the natural world
around us, and the variety of all of the
different kinds of organisms - the
plants, animals, insects and
microorganisms that live on our
planet. Every one of these live and
wiork together in ecosystems to
maintain and support life on earth,
and exist in delicate balance.

The Biological Diversity Act, 2002 is
an Act enacted by the Parliament of
India for the preservation of biclogical
diversity in India, and provides
mechanism for equitable sharing of
benefits arising out of the use of
traditional biological resources and
knowledge

Examples of species include blus
whales, white-tailed deer, white pine
trees, sunflowers, and microscopic
hacteria that can't even be seen by
the naked eye. Biodiversity includes
the full range of spacies that live in an
area.

Biodiversity conservation challenges

1 There are still several species to
discover, the habitat and landscapes
of the servals are still unexplored, and
therefore their effects on others, the
ecosystem and the species are sfill
unknown. In such circumstances, it is
very difficult to develop indicators to
measure and monitor the parameters
of biodiversity

TG PROMOTE

1. Protect the health of natural
ecosystems:

Protected green arsas and water
bodies provide critical ecosystem
sarvices. Cities can presenve
biodiversity by creating green
corridors and linear parks that
connect green spaces within the city,
supporting healthy biodiversity and
maintaining these important
ecosystems.

2. Improve air quality:

Due to the intense use of fossil fusls
in automotive vehicles, air quality is a
challenge in many cities and a priority
for many local governments
Biodiversity can help improve air
guality by sequestering carbon
dioxide from the atmosphere and
releasing oxygen, reducing the
incidence of respiratory problems
such as asthma.

3. Ensure higher quality and
availability of water in aquifers and
resemvoirs:

By preserving biodiversity in cities,
cities can reduce asphalted areas and

increase permeable strefches. As a
result, rainwater is able to penetrate
the soil and gradually reach aquifers
and reservoirs. Roots also function as
a natural filter, reducing the amount of
sediment and impurities that arrive in
the raservairs.

4 Protect from landslides and reduce
risk of erosion

Degraded areas that have lost their
vegetation cover are exposed and
vulnerable to direct rain and strong
winds These meteorological events
impoverish the soil through leaching,
displace sediments and destabilize
slopes, increasing the risk of
landslides. By preserving biodiversity
in risky places, we reduce these
impacts and guarantee better soil
quality and stability.

5 Minimize the risk of extreme events:
Biodiversity is extremely imporiant for
climate requlation. The roots of the
plants allow greater water infiliration
in the soil and help retain moisture in
the sail over time, and the
transpiration of the leaves helps in the
formation of rain clouds and increases
the humidity of the air. These factors,
among many others, can help mitigate
extreme events such as droughts,
fires, and floods.

6. Support sustainable food sysiems:
Several animals, mainly insects such
as bees, are responsible for
pollination. This process quarantess
the production of fruits, seeds and
other foods that can be consumed by
both wild animals and people. Thus,
pollination ensures the sustainability
of agroforestry, green belts and urban
gardens, essential to feed the large
number of people living in cities.

7. Prevent disease and regulate
poisonous animals:

By preserving biodiversity, we also
preserve trophic chains. In this way,
predatory animals can control the
population of animals that present
risks to human health. For example,
fish are predators of mosquito larvae
and skunks are known to prey cn
scorpions.

2. Promote thermal comfort

The presence of biodiversity,
especially trees with leafy tops,
promates milder temperatures and
greater air humidity, ensuring thermal

being

9. Promote quality of life and wellness
We know that outdoor activities and
living with other people are sssential
to human development and well-
being By preserving biodiversity,
cities can enable the creation of safe
and healthy spaces for leisure and
social activities.
