Biased listening

Biased listening is also known as
Focused listening. Students who
use Focused listening will only
listen for information that they
specifically want to listen. On the
other hand, the learner listens to
instructions or main points but
not in detail. Hence, there may be
some distortion of facts because
the person listening isn’t fully in
tune with what the speaker

wishes to communicate.
Sympathetic listening

In sympathetic listening
we care about the other
person and shows these "
concern in the way we
pay close attention and
express our sorrow for
the events and
happiness at the joys.
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Sympathetic listening is driven
by emotion. Instead of focusing
on the message spoken through
words, the listener focuses on the
feelings and emotions of the
speaker. This is done to process
these feelings and emotions.
Sympathetic listening is crucial if
you want to build a deeper
understanding with your
students. As a result, you can
offer  your support and
sympathize with their situation.
Comprehensive listening

Comprehensive listening

requires language skills. This type
of listening is usually developed in
early childhood. Students use
comprehensive  listening  to
understand what the Teacher is
saying using words.
Several other types of listening
build on comprehensive listening.
During the classroom Teaching
process, a combination of
comprehensive and
discriminative listening is very

essential to understand the
information given by the Teacher.
Empathetic  or  therapeutic
listening

Empathic listening is about paying
attention and being responsive
while listening to someone.
Compassion is at the heart of
empathic or empathetic listening.
A Teacher must be an empathic
listener both in his personal and
professional life. Being a teacher,
you must understand the mood
and delinquency of the child and
also the learning environment of
the learner as well.

Critical listening.
Critical listening is the process a
listener goes through using

careful, systematic thinking and
reasoning. When vyou’re using
critical listening, there are 5
specific critical listening skills: 1.
Assessing the strength of student
that define his inputs, and
outputs. critical listening helps
the Teacher to decide on what is

the most appropriate Method of
Teaching.

Learn all types of these

listening to improve your
Classroom Teaching Process a
Pathway to Professional success.
One type of listening isn’t better
than the other. Instead, these
seven types of listening work
together to help you better
understand your student as well
as your potential in handling the
students for making their learning
process easy become an active
listener.
